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GENERAL SHOW INFORMATION

1. The LOCC Spring Llama Show will be held on Saturday, May 28th at the Douglas County Fairgrounds indoor arena, 500 Fairgrounds Dr, Castle Rock Colorado.  The site has a 120’ x 300’ indoor arena and 94 11’ x 12’ dirt floor stalls.  This show is sanctioned by the Alpaca and Llama Show Aassociation and sponsored by the Llamas of Central Colorado.

2. Health certificates issued by an accredited veterinarian in the state of origin, (for all llamas brought into Colorado) dated within 30 days, must be presented at time of check-in.  Health certificates are not required for llamas residing within Colorado.  All livestock showing evidence of infectious, contagious or communicable diseases must be immediately withdrawn from the show and removed from the grounds.  A veterinarian will be on call both days.
3. Exhibitors must be the registered owners and make entry in the exact names (owners and animal) as shown on the registration certificate.

4. All llamas 5 months and older entered in approved classes, with the exception of Youth, Performance and Non-Breeder Classes, must be registered or have passed screening in the Llama Division with the International Lama Registry (ILR) or the Canadian Livestock Record Corporation (CLRC).  Non-Breeder llamas do not have to be registered or screened with the ILR or the CLRC.  If Non-Breeders are not registered and wish to be in the ALSA award system and wish to show in halter, they must show in the adult Non-Breeder halter class.
5. All registered llamas must have registration papers and ILR / CLRC numbers must be included on the entry form.  Exhibitors must send a copy of their registration certificate with the entry form.   Failure to submit copies of registration forms will prohibit entry of animal into show (non-breeders exempt).  EVERYONE must include a copy of your valid ALSA membership card with your entry or show it at registration or you will be required to pay the ALSA non-member fee.

6. Any llama not stalled at Douglas County Fairgrounds will be charged a $5.00 per animal haul-in fee per day. You may use panels at your trailer.  Please clean up after yourself.

7. Limited R.V. camping is available on the fairgrounds and cost $20 per night.  This includes electrical hookups and access to restroom facilities.  If desired, indicate on your entry form the number of slots, number of nights and include the fee with your registration.  R.V. camping spots are limited and will be assigned on a first-come basis.
8. If you desire them, wash racks and power for blowers will be available.  It is recommended that onsite grooming be limited to final touch-ups.  Old barns have VERY LIMITED power and grooming is recommended at the wash racks outside the new barn.  Old barns are close in, new barn is further away.

9. All stalls MUST BE CLEANED BEFORE DEPARTURE or you will be billed $10.00 for each un-cleaned stall (that is what the Fairgrounds charge us for cleaning).  Debris from stalls may be placed directly in the middle of the barn pathways (inside barns) to be removed by Douglas County Fairgrounds staff.  Thanks for your cooperation.  LOCC youth members will once again be having a fund-raiser to help defray their cost to attend Regionals and Nationals.  They will be available to clean your stalls upon your departure for $5.00 per stall.   You can sign-up in advance on the registration form or notify the show superintendents during the show if you’d like to take advantage of this offer.
10. EXHIBITOR’S MEETING:  There will be an Exhibitor’s Meeting for ALL participants on Saturday, May 28th 2011 at 8:00 a.m in the Indoor Arena.  You will meet our Judges, Show Superintendents  and Ring Stewards and receive last minute instructions for what is expected during the show.  Show management may combine or cancel various classes, per ALSA guidelines, depending on the number of entries received.
11. We will be running both halter and performance classes in the arena at the same time.
12. Ribbons will be presented for places 1-5, Grands & Reserves. Premium monies will only be paid for classes based on sponsorship fees collected.   
13. AGES:  All youth ages are as of January 1 of the calender year except for youth who turn 8.  They are eligible as of their birthday.


Junior:  

Handler is 8-11 years of age 


Intermediate:  
Handler is 12-14 years of age


Senior:  

Handler is 15-18 years of age


Adult:  

Handler is 19 years of age and older

Llama: age is as of May 27th 2011

Juvenile:  

5-12 months (born 5-28-10 thru 1-27-11)


Yearling:

13-24 months (born 5-27-10 thru 5-28-09)


Two Year Old:
25-36 months (born 5-27-09 thru 5-28-08)


Adult:


36 months and over (born 5-27-08 or earlier.)
14. Show management will dismiss any exhibitor from the show who is abusive or demonstrates bad sportsmanship toward the Judge, Show Personnel or any other exhibitor.  This will apply to spectators as well.  Anyone abusing any animal on the fairgrounds property will be asked to leave the facility immediately with no refund of entry fees.

15. Nursing llama mothers may not be accompanied in the ring by their babies.  ALSA recommends not showing nursing mothers.

16. ALSA recommends that youth under the age of 12 years old not show intact males over the age of 2 years.

17. Llamas may not be moved from one class to another after halter judging has begun, except at the Judge’s decision.

18. Directions from Denver: I-25 south to Castle Rock exit 181.  This exit puts you out on Plum Creek Parkway.  At the bottom of th exit turn left and head East on Plum Creek Parkway.  Go east approximately 1 mile to Fairgrounds parkway and turn left into the fairgrounds and follow the signs.

Directions from Colorado Springs:  I-25 north to Castle Rock exit 181.  This exit puts you out on S Wilcox St.  At the bottom of the off ramp, turn left on Wilcox and follow to the first light (about 3/10 of a mile), to Plum Creek Parkway.  Turn right onto Plum Creek Parkway and head east about ½ mile to the Fairgrounds and follow the signs.

Class Descriptions

Performance Rules:  A llama may be entered in either Youth or Non-Youth (Open) classes, but not both.  Exhibitors are responsible for providing pack equipment. For those animals 36 months and older their pack systems must have removable panniers.

OPEN: Open to all entries who meet the specific criteria for the ALSA approved class.

Young Pack Llama:  If entering a young pack llama (5 months to 36 months) in the Open Pack class, their panniers do not require any weight in them.  All panniers must be filled out to simulate a packing situation.  All packs must have two cinches and panniers can be fixed or removable.

Non-Breeder:  Non-breeder llamas must be accompanied by a registration or veterinarian certificate verifying the animal is a gelding, vasectomized male or a spayed or non-reproductive female.

Wool Division Descriptions:

· Suri: Fiber is grouped into very distinctive and well defined lock structure from skin to ends of each lock.  Should have a natural luster, absence of crimp and minimal loft.

· Light: Minimal body wool, short neck wool with smooth legs.

· Medium:  Moderate to long body wool, minimal to moderate neck wool, smooth to moderate leg wool.

· Heavy:  Abundant body and neck wool with minimal to abundant leg wool (i.e. leg wool at least to knee and hock).

Produce of Dam:  Each entry must include two offspring by the same dam. Produce may represented by offspring of either sex.  All produce must be shown in their appropriate halter class age division.  There may be more than one entry for a dam but only the top placing will earn points.  The dam will not be shown in this class.  The entry is made in the name of the dam.  The produce may be declared before the show on the Entry Form or no later than the Produce of Dam class to the Clerk.  If you do not own the Dam, you must have written permission from the owner to exhibit the produce.

Get of Sire:  Each entry must include three offspring by the same sire.  Get may be represented by offspring of either sex.  All get must be shown in their appropriate halter class age division.  Get must represent offspring by at least two different dams.  There may be more than one entry for a sire but only the top placing will earn points.  The Sire will not be shown in this class.  The entry is made in the name of the Sire.  The Get and the respective Dams may be declared before the show on the Entry Form or no later than the Get of Sire class to the Clerk.  If you do not own the Sire, you must have written permission from the owner to exhibit the get.

Ribbons:  All Classes - 1st thru 5th Place (ALSA points are awarded up to 7th place depending on the number in the class).
Show Rules:  This show is approved by the Alpaca and Llama Show Association, Inc.  Show will be governed by all rules and guidelines in the 15th Edition of the ALSA Handbook and all addendums found on the ALSA website.   These can be found at:  http://www.alsashow.net/handbook.html.
